The Resource

Available to schools and any other interested users on line it would consist of

1. A downloadable (probably PDF format) “textbook” with accompanying assessment materials.

2. An accompanying on line video presentation/film(s)

3. Links to related web sites

The “textbook” would be a short course on  conflict resolution of approximately 10 lessons.

Permeating the course would be two themes, 

*The United Nations in its manifestation as an institution tackling conflict 

* The dangers of nuclear proliferation and the politics of nuclear non proliferation

The Course would be designed it fit within the context of the four capacities of the Curriculum for Excellence which are Successful Learners, Confident Individuals , Responsible Citizens and Effective Contributors.

The course would focus upon the capacity Responsible Citizens, a more expanded version of which is outlined below
